Prologue

Welcome to your Astrology Detective Relationship Report!

In astrology, the two most popular methods of analyzing a relationship are through synastry and midpoints. Synastry 
is a way of analyzing a couple's compatibility as two unique individuals dealing with each other. The Midpoint 
technique, by contrast, looks at the energy of the couple as a unit – what happens when two become one. To put it 
simply: Synastry is  Brad and Angie, Midpoints is Brangelina.
 
The following report is a Midpoint interpretation. When two people become an official couple, they often develop 
habits and traits that they would not possess if they were on their own.

In astrology, Pluto represents all those 
dark places in the human psyche we would rather pretend don't exist. Jealousy, power, control, manipulation, envy: 
these are all the various manifestations of Plutonian power in a relationship analysis.

The house where Pluto is located could indicate an area of your life that is completely transformed by the couple 
dynamic. You may be undergoing a lot of profoundly intense and altering experiences in this sector of your life. Try 
not to cling to past patterns of behaviour but work with the new dynamic. Due to its intense nature, this could also 
mark the most defining characteristic of your relationship.

In harmonious aspect, Pluto makes a couple a force to be reckoned with. You will be able to achieve a lot of status 



together and your combined energies will be almost unstoppable. With more challenging aspects, Pluto represents 
areas where a power imbalance may occur in the relationship. If you have several harsh aspects from Pluto, you 
need to make sure you raise your awareness, because things could spiral to abusiveness. Don't try to make excuses, 
just get out. Many Plutonian aspects, however, can be mitigated by not allowing yourself to get swept up into 
needless drama. Try to respect each other's differences of opinion. Open and honest communication is always better 
than a fight. 

Pluto in the twelfth house

Even if your relationship seems postcard perfect on the outside, behind closed doors is a different matter. Your 
partnership may be a lot darker than what it appears on the shiny surface. There is a huge inclination to privacy and 
secrecy with this placement. You must be careful that you do not allow yourself to become alienated from those 
around you.
